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ENGLISH

ENGLISH I
Course Description: Students are challenged to comprehend not only the literal, but also the interpretive and associative meaning of materials read. Students will learn the importance of developing skillful communication which glorifies the Lord. They will show more polished skill in preparation and presentation of all work, written and oral.  Higher level questioning strategies will encourage maturity in thinking and in application of God’s Word to students’ lives.  Students will be challenged to show evidence as well as growth in their Christian faith through a variety of written and discussion activities.

ENGLISH II

Course Description: Through the study students will learn the importance of developing skillful communication which glorifies the Lord. They will show more polished skill in preparation and presentation of all work, written and oral with an emphasis on application of newly acquired vocabulary.  Strong instruction, especially in reading and in writing, will develop maturity in thinking and in application of God’s Word in students’ lives.  Students will be challenged to show evidence of their faith through persuasive thinking and writing.  

In world literature, students will make note of Biblical influence through specific references that permeate the classical writings of our world.   These Biblical references will become critical points of proof for the validity of God’s word and Biblical history as students are taught how to utilize it as an apologetic tool.  Character studies from classical literature will also give evidence of the moral and ethical code written on men’s heart by their Creator, another evidence for the existence of God.

ENGLISH III

Course Description: American Literature selections have been chosen for character development as well as for appreciation of good literature.  Students will read a variety of literary genres and do an in-depth study of a novel.  Historical backgrounds and writing techniques will also be studied to give the students a better understanding of each literary period.  In addition, they will learn the influences of American literature.  Students will also learn the meaning and use of many literary terms and devices. Application of skills and synthesis of outside knowledge will be conveyed in a research paper done in conjunction with Bible III.  The paper will require use of organizational, grammatical, and mechanical skills as students take a position on a world religion and compare/contrast it to Christianity.  This paper is done in conjunction with the Bible III teacher who will oversee accuracy of the information in the paper.
HIGH SCHOOL ENGLISH DUAL CREDIT
Course Description: In some ways, this year in English will be like the other English classes you have taken in high school: we will read extensively, we'll study vocabulary, and we'll write papers and peer review them.  In many more ways, however, this course will be unlike any of the English classes you've experienced.  This class will differ from your previous English classes in that we'll focus much more heavily on nonfiction and analysis of a writer's purposes and resources of language than you have in the past.  Much of this study will specifically focus on argument, which will be new to many of you in this course.  Also, we will write more extensively and thoughtfully, paying more attention to syntax and style, than you may have in previous years.  
HIGH SCHOOL ENGLISH IV

Course Description: English Literature selections have been chosen for character development as well as for appreciation of good literature.  Students will read a variety of literary genres and do an in-depth study of a novel.  Historical backgrounds and writing techniques will also be studied to give the students a better understanding of each literary period.  In addition, they will learn the influences of English literature.  Students will also learn the meaning and use of many literary terms and devices.
History

WORLD Geography

Course Description: Ninth grade geography students will explore God’s gift of the earth through a study of the land, the people (religion, culture and history), national governments and their economics.  Students will be introduced to the tools and techniques of geography study.  They will complete an overview of the entire earth, and then the journey will begin as they exploration each of the seven continents.
World History and Cultures

Course Description:  This study of World History will reveal Godly wisdom in the affairs of men.  It will follow man’s story and his dealings with God from the foundation set in the book of Genesis, the beginning.  Emphasis will be placed on discerning God’s revealed will for His highest creation, mankind, and mankind’s reaction to that revelation.  It is evident from a study of Genesis and confirmed by study of earliest civilizations that mankind was blessed with wonderful capabilities, capabilities that allowed people to communicate, build, craft, and achieve amazing things (early civilizations exhibited advanced societies similar in many ways to our present-day societies even in science, mathematics, arts, etc.).  It is equally evident that mankind’s bent toward sin marred those accomplishments and plunged highly advanced civilizations into the darkness of ignorance and despair.  History is one story after another of mankind’s attempt to pull itself up to the light of God’s original plan, only to slip back into a life of sin and its consequences, e.g., war, poverty, pestilence, and bankrupt ideals.  This course will look into those ups and downs of mankind lived out in the major civilizations of the world.  It is divided into three major studies: 1) Ancient History from man’s first written records up to the fall of Rome; 2) Medieval History from the fall of the Roman Empire up to the Renaissance/Reformation; and 3) Modern History from the enlightenment of the Renaissance to current events of the 21st century.

UNITED STATES HISTORY/ DUAL CREDIT
Course Description:  This study of United States History is written from the Christian perspective with the conviction that God is the Creator of the universe and the Controller of history.  The Christian perspective is the key to a proper understanding of history, for it enables us to see God’s purpose and plan in human events.  This course exposes the error and consequences of Marxism, humanism, modernism, and false philosophies; and it presents the blessings of the Biblical principles and philosophies on which the United States was founded. Students are taught to identify liberal ideologies and to deal with them from a conservative, Christian perspective.  The course also emphasizes the responsibilities that come with our rights as American citizens.  The course closes with confidence in the future because God is in sovereign control of history and His will shall be done.

ECONOMICS

Course Description:  The course carries five major emphases: 1) Free enterprise capitalism; 2) Personal responsibility and accountability to God for the use of talents and resources; 3) Protestant work ethic; 4) Relationship between economic and political freedoms; 5) Hope for the future of America under its original free enterprise economy.  Students will learn to appreciate the free enterprise system for its acceptance of the individual’s God-given freedom to choose and recognize personal accountability to God.  They will also learn to distinguish that system from others that wear false masks pretending to offer freedom when in fact they rob citizens of the very freedom promised.  Personal responsibility and accountability to God for use of the resources and talents provided is the heart of a Christian perspective of economics.  Whenever government oversteps its role and attempts to manage the market, it interferes with man’s personal accountability to God and God’s providential blessing on man.  The Protestant work ethic recognizes honest work as honorable, and it ought to be industrious and efficient.  That work ethic is the cornerstone of a prosperous free enterprise economy.  America’s Founding Fathers fought for political freedom when their economic freedom was at stake.  Political and economic freedoms are inextricably linked, and Americans will keep these liberties only as long as they are vigilant to protect their freedom to choose at the polls and in the marketplace.  Finally, the course offers hope for America’s future if only its citizens will stand firm against the tide of socialism and hold fast to their political and economic freedoms.
American Government

Course Description:  Because man’s actions are the product of his thoughts this course emphasizes the important concepts and ideas in American government as well as people and events.  For example, the benefits of free enterprise, rule by law, and limited, representative government are emphasized and contrasted with the disadvantages of opposing systems.  Students are taught to identify problems that have developed in American government and deal with them from a conservative, Christian perspective.  The course also emphasizes the responsibilities that come with our rights as American citizens.  Whenever responsibilities are neglected, rights are violated.  Students will be encouraged to be good stewards of the country with which God has so graciously blessed us by living righteously and actively participating in our unique form of government. The concept that national character is a reflection of the character of its citizens will be fully explored, and the implications of America’s movement away from its foundational Christian character will be analyzed.  Finally, the course will showcase a confident optimism toward the future because God is in sovereign control of human events and His will shall be done.  America’s heritage of freedom can be restored if her people are willing to return to the Biblical values that made their nation great and their government the envy of the world.
MATHEMATICS

ALGEBRA I

Course Description: The Algebra I curriculum provides a general knowledge of basic mathematical concepts including number systems, operations, geometry, and functions.  Students will develop reasoning and problem-solving abilities throughout the year.  Students will work with "Hands-on Equations" as well as other manipulatives to develop understanding of algebraic concepts. 

GEOMETRY

Course Description: The Geometry curriculum provides a general knowledge of basic mathematical concepts including number systems, operations, geometric functions.  Students will develop reasoning and problem-solving abilities throughout the year.  Students will work with manipulatives to develop understanding of geometric concepts.
ALGEBRA II

Course Description: The Algebra II curriculum provides a general knowledge of the following math processes, concepts, and applications:  linear, quadratic, and polynomial functions and equations; operations with radicals; trigonometric functions; probability and statistics; and analytic geometry.  Students will develop reasoning and problem solving abilities throughout the year that include the use of a graphing calculator.  Students will work with manipulatives to develop understanding of algebraic concepts.  Competency testing for general math facts and formulas is used throughout the year.
MATHEMATICAL MODELS
Course Description: “Mathematical Modeling” involves gathering information, studying, and understanding a problem using the science of Mathematics.  The Math Models curriculum applies the principles of basic mathematics, Algebra I, and Geometry to identify, simplify, and solve real-world problems that require modeling solutions.  Using the modeling parameters, along with graphs, tables, and diagrams, students will apply processes such as linear and slope equations; probability and statistical analyses; and analytic geometry.  Students will strengthen reasoning and problem solving skills throughout the year that will be applicable to any aspect of life.  Competency testing for general math facts and formulas is used throughout the year.

PRECALCULUS

Course Description: The Pre-Calculus curriculum provides a general knowledge of the following math processes, concepts, and applications:  trigonometric ratios and functions; polynomials operations; functions and inverse functions; graphs of ellipses, parabolas, and hyperbolas; operations with complex numbers and matrices; real life applications of statistics; and the derivatives and limits of functions.  Students will develop reasoning and problem-solving abilities throughout the year.  They will work with manipulatives to develop understanding of the concepts.

BIBLE

9th Bible 

Course Description: Ninth grade Bible will tackle questions dealing with the reliability of the Bible (what it says and why it is important), the authenticity of the Bible (where it came from and how it has persevered), and the authority of the Bible (who spoke and interpreting what He said).  Lessons specifically address their relationship with Jesus via a careful and extensive study of the life of Christ, and provide a complete instructional program with an in-depth study of the four gospels of the New Testament.  The ultimate intent of the course is to “lay open God’s Word and allow it to produce its own effect in the lives of students”.

10th Bible

Course Description:  Faith Quest is designed to guide students to an understanding of the unifying theme of Scripture – “God’s Plan of Redemption”.  The students will survey each book of the Bible based on this “Big Picture”.  Through the lives of Old and New Testament saints, the students will learn that God’s faithfulness leads to the development of faith and subsequent faithfulness in the lives of His people.

11th Bible

Course Description:  The focus of eleventh grade Bible is studying the basic doctrines of the Bible along with apologetic points to support the truths of those doctrines.  The curriculum has been carefully crafted into age-appropriate lessons with strong emphasis on the application of truths to daily lives. The doctrines of God, the Bible, man, sin, salvation, Christ, the Holy Spirit, Christian life, the church, angels, Satan, future events, hell and Heaven are studied.  Living Loud is included as a book study to enhance apologetics knowledge related to doctrinal studies and worldview knowledge.  The students also participate in mission activities to put into practice the sharing of information they have learned through the year.

12th Bible

Course Description:  The focus of twelfth grade Bible is for students to know the wonderful, life-giving words and works of God. Questions, concerns, and challenges faced upon entering the world of young adulthood are addressed.  Topics such as worldview, determining God’s will, wise use of time, good health principles, stewardship of talents, financial management, selecting the right college and career, and relationships are examined from a Biblical perspective.  Students learn to defend God’s truth when confronted with major current issues. They are challenged to consider their service to their church, community, government, and the world.
COMPUTER

COMPUTER GRAPHICS
Course Description:  In this course all computer graphics knowledge and use is integrated with biblical principle and designed to honor the master creator Himself!  Students will use industry standard software (Adobe Illustrator, Photoshop and Indesign) in building fundamental knowledge and application skills of design principles and terminology.  Through hands-on coursework and exercises using these programs, students will develop skills that enable them to find sophisticated solutions to design assignments.  Students will apply their skills to produce art portfolios, quality presentations and web page designs that will meet a variety of church, personal, and commercial needs.  Many projects are designed and coordinated with church and school for specific use in these ministries.
DIGITAL IMAGING I
Course Description:  Using Photoshop, students can create original artwork, manipulate color images, and retouch photographs. Digital imaging involves: scanning, resolution, file formats, output devices, color systems, and image acquisitions. This class covers the basics of creating and editing images.  Students will also create, edit, and publish images for use on Web pages.
WEB DESIGN I
Course Description:  Web Page Design I provides an introduction to Internet web page design and related graphic design issues including mark-up languages, web sites, and browsers. This class includes instruction in the fundamentals of web page design, applying design techniques in the creation and optimization of graphics and other embedded elements for use in a web page.  Web site development uses Adobe Dreamweaver CS3. 
FINE ARTS

HIGH SCHOOL BAND

Course Description:  Band students will acquire knowledge, skills, attitudes and ideas such as teamwork, responsibility, and self-discipline.  They will continue the development of music appreciation and understanding through study and performance 

of music.  Through a variety of experiences students will develop musical standards and to impart a basis for value judgments through critical listening, resulting in the encouragement of sensitive musicianship.  This variety of experiences and training will also develop a recognition of quality of sound, pitch, style, tempo, rhythm, blend, balance, phrasing, dynamics and articulation.  Students will develop and demonstrate God given aesthetic potential to its highest possible level.
HIGH SCHOOL CHOIR
Course Description: Choir is a continuation of the goals and objectives of the elementary music program.  Development, integration, and acquisition of spiritual, physical, mental, and social skills are an essential part of the music education process.  It is an integration of many subjects in a median which is to be learned, appreciated, and performed/expressed.  Music theory, appreciation/listening, history, performance are all integral parts of the choir class.  The actual repertoire varies each year.
THEATRE ARTS I
Course Description:  Through perceptual studies, students increase their understanding of others and develop clear ideas about the world. Through a variety of theatrical experiences, students communicate in a dramatic form, make artistic choices, solve problems, build positive self-concepts, and relate interpersonally. Students increase their understanding of heritage and traditions through historical and cultural studies in theatre.  Students will use Biblical foundations to respond and evaluate all forms of entertainment.  They will be encouraged to use discriminating judgment, developing students who are appreciative and evaluative consumers of live theatre, film, television, and other technologies.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

SPANISH I

Course Description:  It is important that students are introduced to God as the creator of all language and author of the Bible.  Students in Spanish 1 are challenged to comprehend not only the literal, but also the interpretive and associative meaning of written information.  Correct enunciation and accent emphasis will be taught and practiced throughout the course.  Emphasis is placed on using the Spanish language as an opportunity to share with Spanish-speaking people the message of God’s love and the one true way of salvation as key scripture passages are memorized. 
SPANISH II
Course Description:  Students in Spanish 2 are challenged to comprehend not only the literal, but also the interpretive and associative meaning of written information.  Emphasis is continued to be placed on correct enunciation and accent emphasis throughout the course.  Students use their knowledge of this foreign language to share the gospel of Christ with others, through scripture memorization and preparation of testimonies in Spanish. Additional opportunities to experience the language in a natural setting will be provided.
SPANISH III

Course Description:  God is the creator of all language and author of the Bible.  Students in Spanish 3 further develop mastery of vocabulary, oral communication skills, and grammatical structure with a special focus on verb forms.  Students prepare further for evangelism by leading in daily devotions and prayer in Spanish. They also perform puppet plays and tell Bible stories in the Spanish language. Correct enunciation and accent emphasis will be taught and practiced throughout the course.  
PHYSICAL EDUCATION

HIGH SCHOOL PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Course Description: This course is a study in increasing fitness levels and motor development, learning and being able to play popular sports as well as understanding key concepts in new sports, games and activities.  This course strives to reveal God’s purpose in physical education by understanding that God does not measure success on a scoreboard.  The instructor aims at revealing physical gifts and talents given by God to individuals.  These gifts then need to be developed in order to glorify God.  The course will provide an opportunity to understand, teach, and set attainable goals in life.  Students participate in team and individual sports.  Emphasis is on fitness, coordination, and sportsmanship.
SCIENCE

BIOLOGY

Course Description:  The study of biology reveals God as the creator of all life and mater.  Studying the life He created will declare His glory and show His invisible attributes (Romans 1/ Psalm 19).  Students will investigate the inner workings of specimens of all forms of life, make detailed reports of findings, and prepare models and writings as they work independently and in groups to unlock the secrets of life.  In the science classroom and lab, students will be actively involved in the learning process.   Additionally they will prepare a report on a current topic in the field of biology which they will investigate from both the Christian perspective as well as the perspective of the world.   

CHEMISTRY

Course Description:  The study of chemistry reveals God as the creator of all life and matter.  Studying the structure of matter He created will declare His glory and show His invisible attributes (Romans 1/ Psalm 19).  Students will investigate the inner workings of matter in all forms by making detailed reports of findings, and preparing models and writings as they work independently and in groups to unlock the secrets of matter.  In the chemistry classroom and lab, students will be actively involved in the learning process.   They will learn and implement all safety measures for lab safety in working with chemicals.  
CONCEPTUAL PHYSICS

Course Description:  Conceptual Physics is a study of how everything in nature is connected and to enhance the way we see the physical world through God’s teachings.  In Physics, students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific methods during investigations, and make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving.  Students study a variety of topics that include: laws of motion; changes within physical systems and conservation of energy and momentum; force; thermodynamics; characteristics and behavior of waves; and quantum physics.  This course provides students with a conceptual framework, factual knowledge, and analytical and scientific skills.
ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY
Course Description:    Eleven major systems make up this organic machine.  Each system has its own tasks to complete, and interacts with the other systems as well.  The efficiency with which each system works, and the seamless integration of one system with the others represents a feat of engineering and design prowess that will never be matched by modern technology.  Students will investigate the inner workings of each of the major systems that make up the human body.  They will prepare detailed reports of findings, and prepare models and writings as they work independently and in groups to unlock the secrets of life.  In the science classroom and lab, students will be actively involved in learning not only the biological processes, but also the supporting facts and logical reasoning that support creation and intelligent design in the fields of anatomy and physiology.
ADDITIONAL GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
HEALTH

Course Description:   The human body is the most intricate living thing in all of God’s handiwork. The study of health from a godly perspective helps students learn about various current health topics relevant to adolescents. This information will help students make wise decisions now and in the future in order to maintain a healthy body, spirit, and mind. It is the believer’s responsibility to be good stewards of the bodies that we are given so that we are better able to serve Him. Students will learn about good nutrition and the need for regular exercise. They will also learn about basic first aid and how to be of service in an emergency. The understanding of common diseases and their prevention will prepare students for personal disease prevention. Students will learn to relate to members of the opposite sex in a God-honoring way.  They will learn that personal hygiene and abstinence from drugs, alcohol, tobacco and sex outside marriage not only promote good health, but can also be used to further God’s kingdom.
SPEECH

Course Description:  In Speech Communication, students develop communication competence in interpersonal, group, and public interaction to establish and maintain productive relationships and function effectively in social, academic, and citizenship roles.  They will also be expected to identify, analyze, develop, and evaluate communication skills needed for professional and social success in interpersonal situations, group interactions, and personal and professional presentations.  Students will acquire life-long skills for intelligently approaching controversial issues and clashes of opinion.  Speech communication training will give students communication skills needed to effectively defend their Christian beliefs and the truths of the Christian worldview.
