Parents, if your child is in K5-4th grades, then you need to park your car and walk up close to the building to pick up.  Older students in 5th-12th may walk to their parent’s vehicle and must hold the hand of younger siblings.  The only vehicles allowed to park by the cones next to the big parking lot are the after school program vans.  This is allowed because the vans/buses have children already loaded and cannot be left unattended.  Parents, we respectfully ask that you do not drive up to the cones for pick up; we ask that you park to wait for your child.  Not even one act of disobedience to school policy is worth the potential of severely injuring or taking the life of a child.  Please help us protect His children and the preciousness of others. The handicap sign/plate must be displayed to park in the handicap spaces.
