Greek word: chara (pronounced: kah-rah)  Also translated as “gladness”

In the verb form of chara is translated as “rejoice”

Jesus had joy in seeing the Father work in the lives of believers

At that time Jesus, full of joy through the Holy Spirit, said, "I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little children. Yes, Father, for this was your good pleasure.  Luke 10:21

Jesus endured suffering for future joy

Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. – Hebrews 12:2

Jesus shares his joy with us

Jesus said: I am coming to you [the Father] now, but I say these things while I am still in the world, so that they [the disciples] may have the full measure of my joy within them. – John 17:13

Relationship with Jesus brings joy

Now is your time of grief, but I will see you again and you will rejoice, and no one will take away your joy.... Ask and you will receive, and your joy will be complete. John 16:22–24

Joy comes from seeing others be faithful to God

It gave me [John] great joy to have some brothers come and tell about your faithfulness 
to the truth and how you continue to walk in the truth. – 3 John 1:3

Joy comes from relationships with other believers

In all my prayers for all of you, I [Paul] always pray with joy because of your partnership in the gospel.... I have you in my heart; for whether I am in chains or defending and confirming the gospel, all of you share in God's grace with me. Philemon 1:4–7
We can have joy even during hardship

Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing of your faith develops perseverance. – James 1:2–3

· How can a believer have joy during times of suffering and hardship? (James 1:2)
